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The main component of the comfort of the urban environment is the creation of harmony between a
man and architecture. In particular this concerns new development areas, which are initially inexpressive
and little original. It's like an empty apartment. Time is needed to make it home, fill with content:

Otherwise the apartment remains
cold and uncomfortable. How can it be «inhabited»? Recipes were found long ago: landscape design,
small architectural plastic, sculpture work. Creation of a kind of chain that binds a man with the
architecture (architecture-landscape-sculpture-man) is not possible without knowledge of the laws of
physiological optics and the use of rich experience in the arrangement of the urban environment,
experience accumulated by masters of the past.
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
