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As a result of the analysis of geoplastic land art works two principles, on the basis of which the artistic
image of the landscape of space have been identified for the first time: the first approach reveals
the space context and visualizes something which is characteristic (real) for the certain area in the
present (or the past); the second one reproduces the myth (history) for the certain space invented by the
designer.

Each principle is divided on the basis of time: it refers either to the present or to the past.

All land art objects, in their turn, can be defined as having boundaries between the object and the
landscape situation or as those in which the landscape situation is a continuation of the art object.

The proposed results shape the theoretical basis for design activities in the field of landscape design.

During the study important information was also revealed: some land art objects have a utilitarian
function, and solve not only artistic problems, but also production tasks.
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
