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In the Republic of Moldova the course of Ceramics is taught in several educational establishments. In
lon Kriange State Pedagogical University ceramics is studied as one of the subjects of the module of
Decorative Applied Art. Art Ceramics curriculum is based on the technology of manual modeling of
pottery, according to the principle from simple to difficult. The main types of dressing are relief,
openwork, color engobes. The topics are cachepot, flower vase, modular composition, engobe painting,
decorative tile, wall panel, tea set. The art of ceramics is traditional for Moldova; its roots go back deep
to the Kukuteno-Tripolsky period.

Basic distinction of the methods of teaching Ceramics at our educational establishment is in the stress
on manual shaping of ceramic pieces without using plaster models and forms. The curriculum focuses on
the knowledge and skills which graduates can use in organizing Ceramics classes at school and in setting
up author s ceramics workshops.
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
