Neoarchaics
in Igor Zosimovich’s Park Sculpture

The creative activity of Belarusian sculptor Igor Zosimovich is considered in the article. Special
attention is paid to the artist’s park objects which were made within sculpture symposia and plain air in
Belarus, Poland, Lithuania and other countries. Among them, such works as “Stealing Europe”, “World
Creation”, “Sky and Earth” are worth attention, as well as space land-art compositions “Snake” and
“Tsmok” in which the author tries to include as much as possible of space and the number of sculpture
objects into the image field of the work of art. On the example of these and other park sculpture works of
art by the author certain plastic, stylistic and space principles are traced which rely on the heritage of the
prehistoric art, on the search in the contemporary plastics of archetypes and symbols which are common
for different nations.
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
