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The post-Revolution years (1918-1923) became one of the brightest and event-richest pages in the
chronicle of the artistic and cultural life of the 20th century Vitebsk. Two educational establishments,
Vitebsk Public Art School and Vitebsk Public Conservatoire (they were reformed several times and thus
renamed) were active participants of the City artistic life of that period. Among the teachers were both
outstanding and well-known artists and painters, musicians, scholars whose names would be widely
known in the world in the future. In 1918-1923, such artists as M. Dobuzhinski, M. Shagal, K. Malevich,
L. Lisitski, V. Yermolayeva, Yu. Pen taught in the Art School. Among the Conservatoire teachers were
ballet teacher V. Presniakov, conductor N. Malko, pianist N. Dubasov, and literature and music critic M.
Bakhtin. In 1918-1923 features of art, maturation and development of art education in province typical
for the beginning of the post-Revolution epoch were reflected in the art life of Vitebsk. Some of them are
considered and analyzed in the article.
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
