The Moral Law of the House
or Multieternity of the Personality Solo
(on Konastantin Melnikov’s 130th Birthday)
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World famous architect Konstantin Melnikov’s 130th birthday is marked this year. His works
are considered to be masterpieces of world architecture. At the same time he deserves bigger reverence
for his special philosophy of architectural creativity which originated among positivist dogmas of
contemporary architecture, which were alien to it, and which finally shaped as a result of thorough search
for principle destiny of architecture on the background of total advance of the rational and technocratic as
well as rigid proletarian and ideological paradigm. It is implemented most expressively in the author’s
famous House and also reflected in the architect’s text heritage. The architect’s adherence to the notions
and criteria which can’t be assessed and have no straightforward verbal description and are always secret,
is expressed in the artistic poetic form. Among these notions and criteria are Beauty, Creativity and
“Moral Law” from the point of view of which Personality in its multiple humanistic manifestations must
become principle essence and main goal of the Architect. That is why, in spite of prosecutions, the unique
architect’s ideas outlived them and today are considered as predecessors of the topical paradigm, of the
post classic theory of architecture, of the creative activity in general.
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
