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ANATOLY LYUTSKO — CREATIVITY
AS A VISUAL PROJECTION OF LIFE
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This article analyzes the life and work of the painter, graphic artist, member of the Belarusian Union
of Artists Anatoly Lyutsko. The author of the article examines the events of life and the creative process
as a whole, seeks to highlight the character of the artistic individuality of the Vitebsk painter. Particular
attention is paid to A. Lyutsko’s participation in republican and international exhibitions, plein airs.

Based on a few materials from printed publications, interviews with friends, conversations with the
artist himself, the author of the article traces the periods of life, study and work of A. Lyutsko. Of
undoubted interest is the time of his studies at the art and graphic faculty of the Vitebsk State
Pedagogical Institute named after V.I. Kirov and the period of work at the art workshops of
“Mastatstva” combine.

The basis of the author’s artistic style is, first of all, unique coloristic features, constant experiment
with form and space.

Among the works painted by the artist, there are a lot of portraits, still lifes, landscapes, executed
both in a traditional, academic manner, and in an abstract, associative one. The article analyzes the
artist’s figurative graphic improvisations, performed by now. Some periods in the work of A. Lyutsko
are associated with his collaboration with the gallery owner, curator of exhibitions from Germany —
Evelyn Rossa. This collaboration allowed Anatoly to combine creative experiments with travel and
international exhibition activities.
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
