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The article provides an overview of interpretations of the status of urban design in China from the
legal point of view and from the point of view of the subject education. For the comparison, the state
of urban design abroad is described.

The directions of research of future trends in urban design in China are outlined, including
perspectives of the urban design development and an analysis of ideas existing abroad, as well as an
analysis of the ideas of domestic (Chinese) researchers. An attempt is made to describe the future
research methods of urban design in China. It has been hypothesized that research on the use of
foreign methods of urban design and Chinese urban design in the future will continue to adhere to
objective dialectical thinking when referring to foreign methods, which is associated with different
national conditions and stages of urban development in China and other countries. It is stated that the
improvement of domestic Chinese theories, self-esteem and the accumulation of practical experience
in the field of urban design will continue. It was revealed that attention to urban design in China
manifests itself in the form of a wave structure that fluctuates “up and down” over 40 years of the
development of the phenomenon. The possible future trends in urban design in China are outlined.
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
