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PHENOMENON IN THE CULTURAL AND PHILOSOPHICAL THOUGHT
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The paper attempts to make a comparative analysis of the basic philosophical and cultural strategies of
understanding of the Holocaust and identifies some universals of its interpretation by outstanding
scientists of the XXth century as T. Adorno, M. Horkheimer, J.-P. Sartre and H. Arendt. Besides, it
demonstrates the overview of the concepts of a number of scientists of late XXth early XXIst
century, who researched the Holocaust in the sphere of sociology, political science, history and
psychoanalysis. The paper explicates the fact that the study of the Holocaust cannot be limited to
historical, political or social context. For deeper and more reliable interpretation the phenomenon should
become the object of interdisciplinary research, including cultural studies.

The study of the Holocaust in a cultural aspect (in social and cultural, philosophical, axiological and
theological perspectives) is extremely relevant, especially for Belarus, since it allows to determine the
influence of the phenomenon on the contemporary cultural processes of the country, the Belarusian
national identity, as well as promotes the creation of constructive intercultural dialogue.
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
