Artist V.S. Sadovnikov and the Collection of Prince L.P.
Wittgenstein in Verki Palace: History of One Plain-Air
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The article centers round the analysis of the collection of painting and sculpture which belonged to
Prince L. P. Wittgenstein (1799-1866) and was stored in Verki Palace near Vilno. In 1846 this manor was
visited by the Russian artist V. S. Sadovnikov who created a series of the water color drawings which
reflected not only life of the aristocratic family, the estate and the park, but also made a number of copies
from works of art of this collection. The author managed to identify some of the works, their authors, the
sizes and the history by comparing the drawings of the album of sketches by Sadovnikov and the catalog
of the 1920 auction.

The research findings make it possible to state that Prince Lev Petrovich Wittgenstein was one of the
most outstanding landowners on the territory of Belarus in the XIXth century, and can find good practical
application as a basis for a future exhibition
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
