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It is theoretically substantiated in the article that natural sciences obtain a great
humanitarian potential which includes ideological, moral, civil, aesthetic and developing
sources. Humanitarian potential of natural sciences can be successfully implemented on the
basis of polysubject integration of knowledge. In the context of the idea of humanization of
natural science education it seems very important to integrate the content of Chemistry,
Physics and Biology with the material of humanitarian academic subjects (Literature, Painting,
Music). This increases the impact on students’ intellect and emotional sphere, facilitates their
aesthetic development.

Definite examples of humanitarization of education on the basis of integration of the
contents of natural science and humanitarian academic subjects are presented in the article.
Among them are establishment of interdisciplinary links of the language of natural sciences with
the vocabulary of the Russian language, application of fiction abstracts, inclusion of historical
and art information, reflection of social and moral aspects of the science. An important
requirement to the contents of natural science education is its practice oriented direction.
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
