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The article deals with some aspects of pedagogical and creative activities of the painters Yu.
Penn, M. Chagall, K. Malevich in Vitebsk as well as the peculiarities of shaping and
development of Vitebsk art school in the early 20-th century. The author notes that the rise of art
activities in the post-revolutionary years (1918-1923) in Vitebsk is largely conditioned by the
fruitful activity of the Petersburg Academy of Arts graduate Yu.Penn in the late 19-th and the
early 20-th centuries. With the active participation of the artist and teacher, who opened the first
City private studio school, a specific layer of artistic “soil”, a rather thin but at the same time
not quite explored, while so favorable for growing left-wing art of the first post revolutionary
years, was prepared.

In the last twenty five years regular scientific conferences on Yu. Penn, M. Chagall, K.
Malevich are held in the city, journals and collections of articles are issued, museums and art
centers are opened; in the near future a big museum area is going to emerge.
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
