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The article grounds the importance of studying the Lebanese experience in the organization
of the residential environment, reveals the main approaches to its study. The author emphasizes
the methodological significance of studying regional architecture and design. Drawing on
implemented projects of the early 21st century, the paper reveals different types of connections
between the old and the new, the Eastern and the Western. As the main trend in the modern
design process, the author mentions a combination of traditional and modern approaches, where
the former includes the principles of the residential environment organization, typical for both
the Arab countries and the European Mediterranean. An appeal to various historical styles is
also mentioned (the Baroque, classicism, American modernism), as well as quoting fragments of
European interior classics. Among the characteristic features of designing the residential
environment there are the frequent use of products of local trades (woodcarving, textiles,
ceramics etc.), special attention to natural materials and methods of their processing.
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
