Kharkiv Art Museum Fund Collection
of the French Political Caricatures
of the Early X1Xth Century

The French political caricature graphic collection of the early XIX century from Kharkiv Art
Museum fund is explored in the article. Historical and social and cultural reasons that caused a
significant development of caricature in that time period are revealed. A brief outline of the art
development of the caricature in France from the end of the XVIII century until 1815 is
presented. Emphasis is made on engravings depicting Napoleon Bonaparte, who was the
protagonist of the vast number of satirical sheets in the late XVIII — early XIX centuries. An
overview of caricatures depicting French politicians and foreigners is given. The content of
caricatures, the nature of positive and negative images created by artists is analyzed. Individual
characteristics of the creative handwriting of some well-known French cartoonists are
determined; the direct link of caricature stories with the political situation of that time is
accentuated.
