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The Belarusian State University of Culture and Arts postgraduate’s article highlights the
traditions of burial of members of the imperial court of China. We consider the burial ritual,
which belongs to one of the most conservative elements of culture, being an expression of the
worldview of the Chinese nation. The author draws attention to the fact that in the variety of
ceremonial traditions of the Chinese imperial court there is a funeral rite. Chinese funeral
rituals and traditions are deeply rooted in history and closely related to religion and beliefs.
Their rules and regulations were developed over centuries, beginning with the era of the reign of
the first imperial Qin Dynasty (221-206 BC), and for centuries were strictly observed, until the
fall of the last Qing dynasty (1644-1911). The article highlights the worldview principles of the
funeral rites of the Chinese people, the traditions of the state ceremony of the burial of the elite
of the society, the design of memorial architectural complexes (mausoleums, tombs, memorials)
and the procedure for observing mourning. The diversity and historical value of the burial ritual
of members of the imperial court give grounds to consider it as the most important artistic
phenomenon of China's national culture. The comparative approach to this problem significantly
expands the boundaries of the study of this artistic phenomenon.
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
