THEORIES OF ARCHETYPES:
ISSUES AND PRORPECTS IN THE STUDY
OF THE NATIONAL CULTURE
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The article is dedicated to the 145th anniversary of the birth of the famous Swiss scientist Carl Gustav
Jung (1875-1961). His writings had a great influence on the formation and development of the cultural
theory. The analytical psychology and theory of archetypes developed by him allow us to analyze the
psychology of folk culture today and identify its unique features. The author of the article identifies
main problems of the application of the theory of archetypes in the study of culture. To achieve this
goal, the author refers to the sources, analyzes the interpretation of the archetype of the Swiss
scientist. The structure of the archetype is described in detail, its distinctive properties are revealed, and
the types of archetypes that were defined by K.G. Jung are described. The author pays special attention
to the creative and social functions of the archetype in the scientist's understanding. These functions of
the archetype are inextricably linked with traditions, creativity, and social life. In the next part, the
author provides a brief analysis of the evolution of the theory of archetypes in the research of foreign
scientists. Special attention is paid to the interpretation of the archetype in the research of J. Campbell,
M. Eliade, C.P Estes, R.A. Johnson, the French philosopher of Russian origin P.N. Evdokimov, and its use
in the works of Belarusian researchers V.M. Conon, A.M. Nenadovets and [|.V. Morozov. In
conclusion, the author reveals the prospects for using the theory of archetypes in the study of the
national culture.
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
