BORIS SHABER -
A MAN OF NUMEROUS TALENTS

The paper is an attempt to reconstruct the biography of Boris Nikolayevich Shaber, an outstanding Esperanto movement
representative. His life is recreated on the basis of memoirs, State Archive of Vitebsk Region documents and information
from periodicals.

Boris Shaber was a Chairman of Vitebsk Union of Young Esperantists. Together with his colleagues he started the
All-Russian Association of Young Esperantists in 1920. As an editor of the official periodical of “Al eterna lumo” group
Boris Nikolayevich made the Journal a site for theoretical and methodological publications as well as original poetry and
prose in Esperanto. In 1921 Shaber became the head of the Youth Section of the Central Committee of UESC. By 1923
there were three Esperanto organizations in Vitebsk, the two of which were headed by Boris Nikolayevich. In the 1920s
autobiography as his profession Shaber mentioned “a poet and a writer”. However, nothing was known about his works
until recently.

After leaving Vitebsk in 1923 the writer set up Esperanto groups in the Crimean ASSR. Simultaneously he participated in
the literature life of the Region: he took part in the Union of Iskra, started Lef Branch in Sevastopol, organized Mayakovki’s
concerts etc.
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
