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The article reveals the main pedagogical methods and techniques for developing creative
thinking of primaryschoolchildren in the conditions of choral activities. Vocal-choral activity
based on a deep knowledge of the laws of musical art, on internal laws of musical creativity, on
understanding the most important means of expression, which embody the artistic and
imaginative content of musical works.

Musical activity of primary schoolchildren consisted of creative tasks based on figurative and
plastic, linear and color associative ideas, theatrical and acting activities, pantomime, on vocal,
verbal and mixed improvisations, on composition of the melodic turns, themes, songs, tunes
based on specific poetic texts and rhythms.The main purpose of vocal and choral training is
proper perception of musical works, the awareness of patterns of relationships of musical



elements, differential difference between the individual parts of the music, generalization of the
unity of a musical scheme, completeness of a musical idea.

In choir class much attention was paid to shaping the natural ring of the voices of novice
singers, to developing their pitch, dynamic and timbre hearing, culture of speech, it was
envisaged to enrich their active vocabulary and emotional imagination.
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
