Variability of the Classical and the Romantic in
J.N. Hummel Concerto Ne 2 for Piano and Orchestra

The aim of this article is to identify the classical and romantic characteristics, their correlation,
interaction and variation in the piano concert genre of the beginning of the XIX century, evidence from
J.N Hummel a-moll Concerto Ne2 for piano and orchestra. Analysis of the piece of work, review of the
piano concerts specific features, created across the styles, represent the necessary component for a better
understanding the era, aspirations and creative innovations of its leading figures, who prepared the
ground for the flourishing of the concert genre of Romanticism.
