Vitebsk Portrait Painting of the Late X1X Century — the 1930-s

The article centers round the evolution of Vitebsk portrait painting of the late XIX — early XX
centuries. The foundations of Belarusian school of easel painting were laid in that period. An important
role in the process was played by Vitebsk painter Yu. Pann, who was not only an outstanding portrait
painter but also a talented teacher of a number of painters, that glorified Vitebsk. His activity promoted
the establishment of an art school in the city (VAS) which trained professionals for the young republic.

V. Volkov, who was the VAS teacher in 1923-1929, actively worked in the genre of the portrait. Some
time later a young teacher 1. Akhremchik brightly manifested himself. In the pre-war years P. Yavich
started his creative activity. The successful portrait painters N. Voronov, I. Davidovich, E. Krassovski, M.
Monoszon, V. Sukhoverkhov, E. Tikhanovich and many others were VAS graduates.
