Circus Art in Chernivtsi
in the Late 19th Century
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In the article, the guest performances of Circuses and Menageries in the capital of Bukovina — the city
of Chernivtsi — at the end of the XIX century (1890s) are described in chronological order; the trends
and the features of the development of circus arts are analyzed. An attempt was made to determine the
social and cultural status of circus performances. The comparative parallels have been made in the field
of public evaluation and perception of circus performances in Chernivtsi and in Lviv — the cultural center
and the capital of Galicia. Circus art at the ethnic territory of Ukraine, at the time it has been a part of
Austria-Hungary, has become the subject of scientific research for the first time. The source-study base
for the article are the materials of the local Chernivtsi German language periodical press of the studied
period discovered by the author, systematized, translated into Russian and for the first time introduced
into scientific circulation.
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
