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The article examines the issues of a comparative analysis of maladjustment disorders of children born
with fetal growth retardation, at the stage of preschool and adolescent age; psychological
characteristics of children is presented, which, combined with an assessment of the psychosocial
characteristics of the adaptation process and clinical and anamnestic data, will provide a scientific basis
for creating a model to accompany the process of psychosocial adaptation of children born with the
above mentioned pathology in order to reduce disadaptive abnormalities at remote stages of
personality ontogeny.

The purpose of this work is a comparative analysis of maladjustment disorders of children born with
fetal growth retardation at the stage of preschool and adolescent age.

Material and methods. The study was conducted on the basis of Gymnasium Ne 5 of the City of
Vitebsk, Gymnasium Ne 9 of the City of Vitebsk, Secondary School Ne 33 of the City of Vitebsk,
Educational Establishment “Vitebsk State Order of Peoples’ Friendship Medical University”. The study
involved 105 children of primary school age, 119 students of the Pharmaceutical and Medical



Faculties of Vitebsk State Order of Peoples’ Friendship Medical University, 222 respondents are parents
and relatives of children who were born with fetal growth retardation. The following methods were used:
the method of age layer analysis, analysis of the products of activity, the method of expert assessments,
and a comprehensive comparative analysis.

Findings and their discussion. The research revealed both the lack of differences with peers in
cognitive development and the fact that intrauterine growth restriction affects the whole complex of
adaptation mechanisms, leading to deviations in the psycho-social adaptation of the child at different
stages of ontogenesis.

Conclusion. Accordingly, there is an obvious need for programs based on using the approach from
the point of view of the full life cycle, or focused on solving this problem at every age stage of personal
development — from the prenatal period to adolescence.
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
