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There are plenty of different research methods which fall under the category of “quality” and many of
them are constantly contributed by innovations.

The issue of establishing quality research manifests itself in the variety of approaches, methodological
definitions as well as the indefiniteness of strategies of the research practice.

The purpose is to elaborate the strategy of conducting a phenomenological interview.

Material and methods. The research material is a unity of notions, data of theoretical and
empiric conclusions, obtained during the analysis of the problem of quality research as a specific
methodology in psychology. Methods of complex and system, comparative, critic and reflexive theoretical
analysis of the methodological approaches and scientific concepts, categorization, thematic analysis,
modeling were used.



Findings and their discussion. Unlike positivist or experimental research, in which linear and one-
direction sequence of stages is used, there are significant differences in how a quality research is
organized. In general quality researchers try to describe and interpret the form and the contents of
human behavior, analyze its qualities, which are based first of all on reports by individual persons. As the
main instrument of the phenomenological approach a semi-structured interview is used.

Conclusion. On the basis of the generalization and systematization of phenomenological approaches
and concepts as well as a pilot research we presented a structured review of A. Giorgi descriptive
phenomenological method as well as a strategy of a phenomenological interview.
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
