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Regulating the most important social spheres, state and law are primarily influenced by
informatization and digitalization. Theory and legal practice operate in a new format. The previous
concepts are filled with new content: state, law, sovereignty, subjects and objects of legal relations, legal
personality, legal responsibility, etc. New terms come into use: state, ‘“national law”, “street
democracy”, cyberspace, cryptocurrency, tokens, blockchain, etc. All this requires a change in legal
regulation within information and digital rights.

The purpose of this research is to determine the changes in the state-legal sphere related to the
digitalization and influence of the Internet, to justify the need to create a new metatheory of state and law,
which is the basis for improving legislation.



Material and methods. The research material was the regulatory legal acts of the Republic of
Belarus on digitalization, scientific and educational literature on the subject of artificial intelligence,
robotics, high technology. The main research methods are dialectic - materialistic, synergetic,
comparative — legal, system analysis, interpretation of law.

Findings and their discussion. The article deals with the global and national problems of
digitalization of state and law, achievements and risks. The need to create a new metatheory of state and
law is justified. The new “living” law is necessary for the legal regulation of virtual, digital processes
and phenomena, taking into account their civic and moral significance, in order to turn the Republic of
Belarus into a powerful IT power.

Conclusion. The strategy of our state is aimed at the development of information and
communication technologies (ICT) and their active implementation in all spheres of society. The law
must not only adapt to new digital realities, but also foresee development trends and be ahead of them.
Understandable, convenient digital, tax, investment legislation is a reliable basis for an effective economy
and improvement of the well-being of citizens.
