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Implicit content of communications has a significant impact on the victimization of youth in a virtual
environment. The specificity of communication in social networks allows dishonest addressees to
actively use methods of manipulating the consciousness and behavior of minors.

The purpose of the scientific article is a victimological analysis of the implicit content of interpersonal
communication of minors in social networks, revealing methods of their manipulation through lateral
programming.



Materials and methods. The material of the research is the scientific concepts of victimization of
youth, including that in the virtual environment, basic theories of linguistic programming, and statistical
data. General scientific methods, as well as methods of content analysis, synthesis, induction and
deduction were used.

Findings and their discussion. The article discusses various approaches to the determination of
implicit information. The intentional implicitness and methods of its implementation are analyzed
through the mechanism of lateral programming. Using the lateral programming technique allows
unscrupulous Internet users to influence the behavior of minors, bypassing their consciousness and will.
At the same time, the main meaning in implicit messages remains in the background and is perceived by
the recipient as something “obvious”, as an axiom.

A kind of manipulation of the behavior of adolescents in social networks in the framework of lateral
programming is a hypnotic approach that focuses on mental impact through suggestion. Suggestion
causes a decrease in consciousness and criticality in the perception of implicit content. At the same
time, the perceiver is not required to conduct his own analysis and personal assessment of motives for
certain actions.

Conclusion. The study of the implicit content of the virtual environment and the techniques of
lateral programming as a way of manipulating the consciousness and behavior of users contributes to
the creation of an effective system for the prevention of victimization of youth.
