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The article considers the notion of economy ecologization based on foreign scientists’ experience.
The author has formulated his own definition and has given classification of the main directions of
economy ecologization, which affects different spheres of life. The author has investigated the history
of ecological taxation in the developed countries, has analyzed the influence on ecologization
processes, has formulated stages of the development of economy ecologization abroad.

The aim of the research is investigation of theoretical and methodological basics of ecologization
as a process in the economy as well as proof of the importance of fiscal mechanisms in the
development of “green” financing.

Material and methods. The research is based on Eurostat data. The following methods were used:
comparison, analysis of dynamics, structural and logical modeling.



Findings and their discussion. In the article the notion of ecologization has been investigated, the
main principles and methods have been described. The author has formulated the classification of the
main directions of economy ecologization. Through exploring of historic development of economy
ecologization, the Author has presented a thesis on the key role of fiscal mechanisms in stimulating of
“green” financing for businesses. So, ecological taxes, which were first used in Scandinavian
countries,had created the basis for high level introduction of renewable energy sources, wastes
recycling, quality improvement of environment protection.

Conclusion. The process of economy ecologization is directly related to the introduction and
rational usage of fiscal mechanisms and payments, which stimulate payers to positive behavior in
nature protection context. Also, this process brings new investments to the sphere of “green economy”
and, as a result, an increasing scientific potential, financial results and positive social effect.
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
