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Communicative competencies are actively formed in preschool age and are personality traits that
make it possible to coordinate and correlate the actions of an individual with the actions of others,
accept and understand another, and show flexibility in interacting with others.

The purpose of this study is to analyze the impact of outdoor games on the development of senior
preschool children’s communicative competencies.

Material and methods. The study involved 87 senior preschool age children who attend 4 senior
groups of the state education establishment “Nursery school No. 15 of the City of Vitebsk”. To analyze
the impact of outdoor games on the development of senior preschool children’s communicative
competencies the method “Diagnostics of the development of communication with peers” was used.
During the year, in the experimental group, physical education classes were conducted using the
developed formative training program. A comparative analysis of the development of communicative
competencies of children from the experimental and control groups was carried out and the
effectiveness of the developed formative training program was evaluated. The statistical package
SPSS_Statistics_17.0 was used to process the empirical data.

Findings and their discussion. The research showed that during the transition from the middle
group to the senior group, children from both groups manifest insufficient development of such
communication parameters as interest in a peer, initiative, sensitivity, pro-social actions; shyness in
communicating with peers, fear of seeking help were pointed out.

A formative training program with the application of mobile games was elaborated for the
development of children’s communicative competencies. The program was implemented in an
experimental group in physical education classes for a year. In the control group, physical education
classes were conducted according to the standard curriculum.

When analyzing the development of communicative competencies, it was found out that preschool
children from the experimental group in 63,6% of cases manifested a high level of interest in their
peers, while 35% of children from the control group did so. In the experimental group, preschoolers
are 15% more likely to show initiative in communicating with their peers; 22,3% more likely to be ready
for pro-social actions (p . 0,01).

Conclusion. Thus, outdoor games are an indicator of the development of senior preschool age
children’s communicative competencies and should be more widely represented in the preschool
curriculum.
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
