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In the studies of several authors, the cooperation strategy is considered an effective form of
interaction. Cooperation is understood as a form of joint action. This article examines the features of
the interaction of children with general speech underdevelopment (GSU) and normal speech
development (NSD) and the relationship of cooperation with the success in collective task solving.



The goal is to show the peculiarities of the relationships between the characteristics of cooperation
of older preschool children with general speech underdevelopment and the success in collective task
solving.

Material and methods. The study was conducted with older preschoolers aged 5-6. The method
used was the “experimental genetic” method by L.S. Vygotsky, which studies the peculiarities of
shaping higher mental functions in childhood. The study was carried out by creating an experimental
situation of cooperation between two children, in which they had to complete tasks together to
understand the plot of the fairy tale. To determine the success in collective task solving, 4 criteria for
understanding a fairy tale were identified: laying out a set of 6 plot pictures in the correct sequence, a
joint retelling of a fairy tale, understanding the main idea and content, their own attitude to the fairy
tale.

Findings and their discussion. Significant positive correlations were obtained between the level of
understanding and the level of cooperation. Thus, it can be argued that cooperation and interaction
contribute to the success of completing the task together both of children with GSU and in children
with NSD.

Conclusion. The high level of cooperation contributes to the fact that children in pairs have the
opportunity to complete and develop answers and correct each other's shortcomings. The ability of
children to negotiate and discuss tasks contributes to more accurate and meaningful answers, which
leads to a more complete understanding of the plot of the tale.
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
