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M.M. Bakhtin is the author of multiple theories which entered the world culture fund. He
introduced a number of notions which became an indispensable part of cultural landscape:
polyphonism, laughter culture. chronotope, carnivalism, menippeya, spiritual top and bodily bottom.

The research purpose is an analysis of the constructive impact of Bakhtin’s ideas on the approaches
to the study of some not quite obvious methodological 21st century psychology problems.

Material and methods. In the course of the research a theoretical and methodological analysis of
M.M. Bakhtin’s historical heritage and its innovation possibilities for the development of psychological
knowledge in domestic and foreign psychology was carried out using the method of systematization
and conceptualization of scientific ideas as well as comparative analysis.

Findings and their discussion. The analysis of M.M. Bakhtin dialogism ideas influence on
psychological knowledge compared to the contribution of L.S. Vygotsky is presented. The dialogism
distinctive features and their heuristic potential are described with respect to the psychological science



and practice development. Main directions of the development of dialogism ideas are outlined. The
cultural-dialogic interdeterminist meta-approach perspective for psychological knowledge integration
is presented.

Conclusion. The author draws attention to the necessity in widening the horizons of vision of the
problems of finding additional resources for understanding the dialogism of psychological
phenomenology.
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
