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The article investigates the issues related to the definition of the moral and ethical level of the
person, who wishes to acquire the status of a lawyer in accordance with the legislation of
Ukraine and a number of foreign countries.

The purpose of this article is to analyze the views of both scientists and legislators of foreign
countries with respect to the requirements of the moral and ethical issues in relation to a
person who wants to gain access to the legal profession, and on the basis of the analysis to set
shortcomings of the Ukrainian legislation in this area.

Material and methods. The article investigates and analyzed the legal regulation
requirements to the moral and ethical level of the applicant to obtain the status of attorney
according to the legislation of Ukraine and other foreign countries (Republic of Belarus, the
Russian Federation, the United States of America, France, Germany, Poland, Spain). The main
methods are comparative legal, dialectical, the method of modeling and the comparative method.

Finding and their discussion. The article analyzes the rules of both Ukrainian legislation and
the legislation of a number of foreign countries, according to which high demands on the moral
and ethical level of the would-be lawyer are set. The need for the existence of such
requirements is due to the fact that a person who has no respect for the law and human rights
can not properly ensure the realization and protection of the rights, freedoms and interests of
another person, which is the highest social value.

Conclusion. When deciding on the admission of a person to the profession not only his formal
knowledge, but also his moral and ethical level should be taken into account, which should be
determined both by the analysis of the previous work of the applicant, from the point of view of
the absence of immoral acts (which could discredit his professional activity), and taking, along
with the professional skills test, a psychological test.
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
