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The article presents the adaptation and the description of the foreign technique of “The peer
relations questionnaire (PRQ) for children” (by K. Rigby, T. Slee) and its application in the new
cultural, ethnic and linguistic environment. It describes the results of a validation (content,
criterial, constructive) and reliability (internal coherence, retest reliability). The researches of
scientists on the problem of bulling are also discussed here.

The purpose is the adaptation of a foreign methodology “The relation with peers” to studying
the bulling problem in the educational environment in new social and cultural conditions.

Material and methods. 371 pupils aged from 13 up to 16 took part in the research.
Such techniques as “the peer relations questionnaire (PRQ) for children” (K. Rigby, T.
Slee), “The type of the role victimism (M.A. Odintsov)” , “The methods of investigating
the tendency to victim behavior (O.0. Andronnikov)” , “Bass-Darki’s Questionnaire” (A.
Bass, A. Darki) have been used in the article. The statistical processing was made with the help
of the statistical package SPSS 17.0 for Windows.

Findings and their discussion. The received results indicate rather high level of constructual
validity of the adapted questionnaire. It is possible to note the existence of correlation
connections of the “bulling” scale and the scale of a pro-sociality and the tendency to hyper
social behavior. The “victim” scale has negative correlation connections with the tendency to
dependent and helpless behavior, noncritical behavior and offense. It has a positive correlation
with such indicators as realized victimization, a social role of the victim, a status of the victim,
irritation. The “pro-sociality” scale, in its turn, is connected with the bulling scale. Reliability of
the methodology was determined by the criterion of uniformity by means of Kronbakh's
coefficient which in general indicates the coherence in the technique, and in the questionnaire
scales both in the foreign researches and the Belarusian samples. The data

allows to state the existence of retest reliability and stability on individual scales that are
resistant to the retesting, and that are less sensitive to usual measurements and testing
environment. The fact structure of the questionnaire, which was approved in the Belarusian
sample, practically coincides with the fact structure of the original version of the questionnaire.

Conclusion. The Russian version of the “The relation with peers” technique for children is
rather reliable, valid and it allows to study the bulling problems, the victims of the bulling and
predisposition to pro-social behavior in the educational environment.
