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In recent years, the attention paid to environmentally sound management of hazardous waste
has increased, which has led to an increase in the role of customs authorities in the control of
crossboundary movements of this category of goods and required by the Customs Service of the
Republic of Belarus to take timely measures to clear and strict observance of the Basel
Convention on the control of crossboundary movements of wastes.



The purpose of the article is the theoretical and legal analysis of the key provisions of the
Basel Convention on the control of crossboundary movement of wastes.

Material and methods. The material of the study is a theoretical and practical framework for
crossboundary movement of hazardous wastes. The main methods are comparison of legal
regulations at the national and the foreign levels, as well as the method of analysis of national
legislation, on the basis of which hazardous wastes are managed.

Findings and their discussion. On the basis of the reviewed provisions of international law
in the field of hazardous waste management the need for continuous training of customs officers’
skills and abilities in the recognition of potentially dangerous goods that contain restricted or
prohibited hazardous wastes transfer is justified. The conclusion is that the key and overriding
role in protecting the environment from the negative effects of traffic of hazardous wastes
belongs to customs services of countries around the world.

Conclusion. To solve the problem of illegal crossboundary transfer of hazardous wastes it
is necessary to constantly improve the theoretical and practical legal framework of customs
authorities, as well as training of customs officers to detect shipments containing hazardous
wastes.
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
