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The principle of informed voluntary consent is an important principle of medical care,
including medical intervention.

The purpose of the work is to disclose the content of the principle of the patient's informed
consent to obtain medical care and, taking into account international practice, to make
proposals for improving national legislation and law enforcement practice.

Material and methods. The source base was made by the Council of Europe Convention on
the Protection of Human Rights and Dignity in connection with the application of biology and
medicine advances: (The Convention on Human Rights and Biomedicine), the laws of the
Republic of Belarus on Health Care, on Human Organs and Tissues Transplant, other normative
legal acts, as well as special scientific literature. We used methods of analysis, synthesis,
comparative law, interpretation of legal norms.

Findings and their discussion. The principle of informed and voluntary consent of a person
to receive medical care is the main thing in the relationship of the doctor and the patient. The
main idea of the Council of Europe Convention on the Protection of Human Rights and Dignity
in connection with the application of biology and medicine advances is the protection of the
dignity and individual integrity of a person, guaranteeing without exception the observance of
the inviolability of the person and other rights and fundamental freedoms in connection with the
application of biology and medicine advances. Belarusian legislation and law enforcement
practice need some improvement in order to ensure their compliance with international
standards in this sphere of relations. In particular, it is necessary to consolidate in law the right
of minors over the age of 14 to take independent decisions on medical intervention; at the level
of the Ministry of Health of the Republic of Belarus, to approve models of informing patients in
preparation for medical intervention; using more extensive educational work, to take additional
measures to reduce abortion operations, etc.

Conclusion. The right to medical care informed voluntary consent, as the basic principle of
the relationship between the doctor and the patient, is generally ensured by our national
legislation and law enforcement practice. However, there are a number of areas in which
legislation can be improved in order to more fully and accurately implement this principle. This
will help protect the rights and legitimate interests of patients, will add additional clarity to the
authority of the doctor in the implementation of medical intervention.
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
