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The contract on paid medical services rendering has a special place in the system of contractual
relations based on the characteristics of the subject, essential conditions and content. There is a problem
of mutual rights and legal liability.

The research aims are to determine theoretical and practical problems of legal regulation of the
contract on paid medical services rendering, to develop measures to address them through the
formulation of the theoretical conclusions and proposals to improve the legislation of this sphere.

Material and methods. The research has been carried out on the basis of the analysis of the
Belarusian legislation, special scientific literature, analysis of legal practice. The applied methods are
analysis, synthesis, induction, deduction and comparative law method.

Findings and their discussion. A health institution is an executor of the contract on paid medical
services rendering and intermediary between the medical workers and patients. A patient (an individual
or a legal body) is a health services customer. Treatment may require concluding a new contract or
formulating new conditions. The subject of the contract may include not only medical, but also additional
services. Their price can be determined as evaluative or as final. Medical service quality, executor
qualifications and the result should be specified in the contract. The problem of legal responsibility of the
executor is of special importance..



Conclusion. Paid medical service is a complex object of civil circulation. It has not only consumer
cash risk, but also the risk and the responsibility of medical services executor.
