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A great attention of researchers in the conditions of the competence approach to the organization of
the educational process is given to the professional training of cadets. The ability to predict events is one
of the key competencies for law enforcers.

The purpose of the study is to reveal the peculiarities of the formation of the predictive competence of
cadets in the conditions of implementing a program of psychological support for the process of their
professional training.

Materials and methods. The study involved cadets of Kharkov National University of Internal Affairs,
who were divided into two groups. The first group consisted of cadets who are trained in ordinary
conditions, the second - cadets, trained in the program of psychological support. As a psychodiagnostic



tool, we used the "Ability to prediction” method (L.A. Regusch), which includes such scales as
"analyticity", "awareness", "flexibility", "perspective”, "evidence", and also integral index of ability to
prediction. For the mathematical statistical processing of the findings, Student's t-criterion for
independent samples was used.

Findings and their discussion. In the study of would-be law enforcers ability to predict, it is
established that the components of the predictive ability, such as "analyticity ", "flexibility" and " integral
index of ability to prediction™, are significantly more pronounced in cadets studying in the psychological
support program. Thus, representatives of this group show great ability to identify significant links,
establish and structure relationships between information elements, form a holistic and differentiated
image of the problem situation. Also, these subjects are more likely to be able to respond quickly, it is
easy to find new solutions that are different from each other for any problem; they are able to freely
dispose of available resources, identify patterns, form associations, can think and act in a wide range of
opportunities seen.

Conclusion. The study of the psychological determinants of the predictive ability of would-be law
enforcers with the aim of improving psychological programs aimed at updating its components should be
considered promising.
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
