The article is devoted to studying of interrelation of school de-adaptation with motivation of learning.
The majority of researches are concentrated on the phenomenon of school de-adaptation at younger
school age while upon transition of pupils to middle classes school de-adaptation is also widespread.

The objective of the article is to find out correlation of school de-adaptation with educational
motivation at younger schoolchildren age.

Material and methods. 117 fifth year pupils took part in the research at secondary school Ne
40 of the City of Vitebsk (56 girls and 61 boys). The following methods were used: test of school
uneasiness by Phillips, the map of observations by L. Stott and the technique of studying school



student motivation while the transition from primary school to middle school (M.I. Lukyanova,
N.V. Kalinina).

Findings and their discussion. The results received when studying motivation of training
younger schoolchildren showed that at younger age insufficient development of educational
motivation is noted. Younger schoolchildren are characterized by a rather high level of school
uneasiness. The greatest uneasiness of fifth year pupils is caused by communication with peers,
achievement of success and stress.

The results of statistical data processing have shown that younger teenage academic
motivation is statistically significantly reversely interconnected with indicators of school de-
adaptation, namely with the experience of social stress; frustration of the need for achievement
of success; problems and fears in the relations with teachers; mistrust to new people, things,
situations; uneasiness in relation to children; lack of social normalization and hostility to adults.

Conclusion. Younger teenagers with a high level of school de-adaptation have low academic
motivation. The received results allow assuming prospects of correction of school de-adaptation
at younger school age by means of development of school students’ academic motivation.
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
