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Efficient protection of human rights and freedoms, legal frames of conflict settlement are the main
tasks of the democratic legal state. Both in-court and out of court orders of disagreement settlement
between the individual and the authority are characterized by certain formalism. It is difficult for an
individual without education in Law to fulfill formal requirements of the process legislation. In this
connection, the existence of such an additional independent means of human rights protection as the



ombudsman institution, which is to promptly and without formalities stand for legal interests of citizens,
is necessary.

The research purpose is the study of the experience of the introduction and functioning of the
ombudsman institution in different countries to demonstrate possible ways of establishing the ombudsman
institution in the Republic of Belarus on the basis of partial repetition of foreign legal norms.

Material and methods. A considerable contribution into the development of the concept regulations of
the essence and modeling of the institution of ombudsman, features of its functioning, classification of
type variety, ways of entrusting the responsibilities, forms and methods of reacting to human rights and
freedoms violation was made by research works of V.V. Boitsova, A.l. Lebedev, E.N. Mukhitdinov and
others. Works by such Belarusian law scholars as G.A. Vasilevich, V.A. Brileva, L.I. Tsygankova and
others, who presented the concepts of the Law of Human Rights Official in the Republic of Belarus, were
considered. The main methods were the methods of formal legal and comparative legal analysis.

Findings and their discussion. A complex comparative and legal analysis of the Constitutional
legislation, scientific publications, which consider the institution of the ombudsman and its development
at the contemporary stage, is performed in the paper.

Conclusion. Having emerged as a body of parliamentary control over the activity of executive powers
or the body, which is established by the government with the same purpose, the ombudsman in recent
years is becoming a more and more independent institution. This tendency is facilitated the Constitution
regulation of his term of office, an elaborate procedure of resignation etc. The main tendency of the
development of the ombudsman institution is emergence of new types of specialized ombudsmen which
results in their more efficient functioning.
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
