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Findings of an empirical research of gender and role differences of communicative responses
to jealousy in the same-sex and opposite-sex friendship are considered.

The purpose of the study is to reveal gender and role differences of communicative responses
to jealousy from the position of a jealous individual and the object of his/her jealousy in the
same-sex and opposite-sex friendship.

Material and methods. The author's method “Communicative responses to jealousy in
friendly relations ”, adapted and validated by I.A. Fourmanov and L.A. Shostak, was used in the
research. The sample of the research includes 755 respondents aged between 18 and 22. To
assess statistical significance of differences between groups the average, standard deviation and
the Student’s t-test were calculated.

Findings and their discussion. The research shows that an integrative communication and
negative affective expression are the most frequently used responses in situations of friendly
jealousy, regardless the gender; the responses of compensation/substitution, an active distancing
and avoidance/negation take a subordinate position. In the same-sex friendship, similar
reactions to jealousy of women (integrative communication, negative affective expression, active
distancing, avoidance/negation, and compensation/substitution) and men (violent
interaction/threats, rival contacts) are revealed, regardless of the role. In different-sex
friendship, men have a higher intensity of manifestation of responses to jealousy from the
position of the jealous individual.

Conclusion. In the same-sex and opposite-sex friendship jealousy is characterized by definite
communicative responses as emotional, cognitive and behavioral. This is a promising
continuation of the research in the chosen direction, taking into consideration a wide range of
determinants, which can have an influence on the manifestation of friendly jealousy, for
example, attachment style, communicative distance, understanding, acceptance and credibility of
a close friend or girlfriend.
