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In post-Soviet social science literature, in the economic first of all, ideological dogmas, which are
borrowed, from Western, more often American textbooks, are usually referred to. One of them is applied
to characterize the economic system and social policy of the USSR and is in the fact that the USSR
economy was the administrative and command one.

The purpose of the article is to describe and positively analyze the economic system and social policy
of the USSR.

Material and methods. Works by Belarusian, Russian and American economists, the Constitution of
the USSR as well as historical factual material which characterize the economic system and social policy



of the USSR are used in the article. The dialectical principle of positive negation as well as methods of
system structural analysis, consideration of definite historic conditions, comparison and analogy is used.

Findings and their discussion. The USSR had a centrally managed socialist economic system of
Soviet type, the basis of which was economic and social designing and planning. The nucleus of the Soviet
system was made up by public property and relations of cooperation while production was aimed at more
complete satisfaction of growing material and spiritual needs of the society.

The discussion of draft plans of economic and social development took three stages. At the first stage
the discussion took place at the Political Bureau of the CPSU Central Committee, Ministries and
Institutions. At the second stage — in labor collectives of enterprises. The third stage was CRSU
Congresses as well as the USSR Supreme Soviet Sessions where they were approved and enforced in the
legislation.

Conclusion. The USSR economy was a centrally managed socialist system of Soviet type. In the USSR
attempt was made to shape the state power which implements in practice a generally social economic
interest. The destruction of Soviet public economy resulted in a deep economic and social crisis, which is
still ongoing in some post-Soviet countries.
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
