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The article is devoted to the issue of the possibility of transition by inheriting accounts in the social
network and e-mail. The article analyzes the Russian and European legislation in this area, as well as
issues of improving the sphere of legal regulation of digital heritage.

The purpose of article is the integrated treatment of legal basis for inheriting accounts in the Internet.

Materials and methods. The material for the research was a complex legal framework of the Russian
Federation, the Republic of Belarus and a number of other countries (the USA, Germany), together with
special scientific literature and enforcement practices. The legally comparative and the dialectic and the
legalistic and the theoretical analyzes, synthesis, induction, deduction were used as basic methods.

Findings and their discussion. The research work contains an analysis of civil regulations in different
countries. It revealed that the right to inherit accounts of users who died is only possible in some
countries. In one of them, it is entitled due to jurisprudence (Germany), while others use the regulatory
framework (Delaware, DE, USA).

Conclusion. The review shows that the civil legislation of Russia and the Republic Belarus have
several disadvantages therefore it needs elaborations, such as legal implementations of the digital
inheritance and more detailed regulation of law relationships in social networks considering the future
development levels of the Internet.
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
