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The peculiarities of the present stage of world development are to a very high degree connected with
the change of millennial, centenary and ten year tendencies. The world is emerging from the regime of
hyperbolic growth in terms of demographic, economic and other indicators (two-thousand-year and
sometimes much longer-term trends are interrupted). The changes taking place here are significant; their
intensity will be maintained in the coming years. Objective events caused by the demographic transition
made the Old World face the fact of accelerating the pace of economic growth in developing countries.

The purpose of the study is to summarize the historical factors of population growth in the Western
European Region in the XVI-XIX centuries and refract them to the realities of the development of the



current demographic situation in the world in terms of convergence between developed and developing
countries.

Material and methods. The informational basis for the study was the statistics of the World Bank and
the UNo. In solving specific problems in the research process, statistical methods, methods of factor and
comparative analysis, and others were used.

Findings and their discussion. It was established that the process of reducing catastrophic mortality
in Western European countries, which started in the period of early New Age, was due to the
improvement in the food supply of the population, the improvement of farming methods, and the
development of organizational measures to combat the spread of infections. The article presents regional
differences in population growth rates in the era of convergence. It is shown that the dynamics of global
GDP growth in recent decades has been generated by developing countries that have not yet exhausted
their demographic dividend.

Conclusion. The differences in demographic dynamics that have emerged in the modern era confirm
the idea of growing convergence between the vanguard of the world-system and the developing states,
which are becoming leading societies and drivers of world development, generating high GDP growth
rates, while the demographic dividend for the continuation of previous trends in most economically
developed countries are already fully used.
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
