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The emergence of the Internet and other network systems has led to the formation of a new
institution of socialization - Internet socialization. Socialization of minors in social networks is largely an
implicit model. This introduces new content and forms into the mechanisms of intra-social interaction;
creation and operation of reference groups.

The purpose of this work is to determine the value of the virtual environment in the mechanism of
implicit socialization, to establish the influence of the implicit component on the formation of
victimization behavior of minors.



Material and methods. The scientific concepts of socialization of young people, including legal
ones, in the conditions of the virtual environment, presented in domestic and foreign studies was the
research material. The study of the psychological and criminological content of the content of the virtual
environment required the use of the logical method, the method of system analysis, synthesis, synthesis,
statistics, and interviews.

Findings and theirs discussion. The article discusses the features of the mechanism of implicit
socialization. The risks and threats from the implicit information are analyzed: the formation of
adolescents’ criminogenic behavior, personal victimization, Internet addiction.

The implicitness of information on the Internet, social networks is often manifested in the form of
subtext content, as something implied, requiring the user to think about it. Understanding of veiled
information in adolescence is largely determined by personal immaturity, conformity, and the ability, in
many cases, to make adequate decisions in situations of choice and uncertainty. Anonymity of
communication on the Internet reduces the possibilities of parental control, creates conditions for the
spread of negative forms of communication: grooming, flaming, cyber bullying, cyber-trolling.

Conclusion. In order to ensure safe virtual space for minors, state and public institutions
exercising social and legal control should be guided by the Information Security Concept of the Republic
of Belarus, timely inform users about risks and threats, contribute to filling the Internet with positive
content.
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
