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The relevance of the study is due to the fact that in public education one of the decisive
factors in personality development of a preschooler becomes his personality interaction with
peers, the structure of interpersonal relations in the age group of the kindergarten, and
children interaction in joint activities, which to a large extent depends on the nature of their
communication.

The purpose of this article is to present the algorithm and age dynamics of joint activity of
preschool children in conditions of mutual choice.



Material and methods. The study was conducted in the State Educational Establishment
“Nursery School Ne 69 of the City of Vitebsk”. The experiment involved 50 children of different
age groups, with different levels of self-sufficiency. We designed the task for the joint activity
which included three stages.

Findings and their discussion. As a result of studying the features of joint activities it was
established: the presence of unity of mutually exclusive trends in the activities of preschoolers,
which is expressed, on the one hand, in their aspiration to peers and cooperation with them, and,
on the other — conflict character in the course of their joint activity. The quality of joint activity
improved somewhat towards the older age in connection with the development of coherent
speech.

The need for cooperation with peers has significant differences from the need with adults. For
a child an adult is a bearer of the rules in subject-practical activities. His hypostasis in
communication with young children is a craftsman. The operational side of the joint activity
in our experiment showed that not all the children successfully passed through the situational
and practical form of communication.

Conclusion. Ways of overcoming preschoolers’ interrelation difficulties  lie within
wholesome satisfaction of their leading needs in different age periods of the preschool
childhood in conditions of their main form of communication.
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
