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Contemporary tendencies of the development and shaping the relations of the representative
type raise the issues which are connected with legal regulation of a special area of social and
economic relations, where the representative, for different reasons, has full rights to take legally
significant decisions and acts in accordance with the errand, within his full rights, while the
result is secret enrichment, losses, damage to the interests of the person he represents.

The aim of the article is theoretical and applied analysis of legal regulation of the relations
of the representative type, which allow appointment of discretion in the actions of the authorized
person.

Material and methods. The research material is legislation of the Republic of Belarus,
special scientific literature, statistical data of law enforcement bodies, as well as law
enforcement practice which reflect modern tendencies of representative type relations. The
following basic methods were used: the dialectic, the system analysis, the historical and legal,
the formal and legal, the analytical and critical, the statistical and observation.

Findings and their discussion. Regularities of shaping and development of representative
type relations with the element of discretion in full powers of the representative are revealed
in the article; the terminological indication of a special area of such relations as
“management representation” is substantiated; proposals and recommendations on the
improvement of the civil law in the field of legal regulation of the representative type relations
are also presented.

Conclusion. Conclusion is made on the possibility of the conducted research and practical
recommendations to identify the area of the representative type relation, in which the authorized
person who acts in another person’s property interest has the freedom of discretion, which is
envisaged by law, bargain and contract, and, consequently, can start up the protection
mechanism, which makes it possible to recognize the representative’s action, which damages the
interest of the person he represents, invalid, with the consequences of such recognition.
