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The existing diversity of factors and the different degrees of their impact on the business
processes of trade companies makes the problem of substantiating their most detailed list and
assessing the degree of impact on business processes current. In this context, it is extremely important
to determine the key factors of the external and internal environment that affect the work of trade
companies on the basis of determining the extent of their impact on the main business processes.

The purpose of the study is to build the factor space of business processes of a trade company.

Material and methods. The research material was business processes of trade companies of
the Republic of Belarus. Theoretical methods of analysis, generalization, classification, induction
and deduction, as well as the empirical method of correlation and regression analysis, were used as a
methodological basis of the research.

Findings and their discussion. As part of the study, systematization of factors affecting the business
activities of trade companies was carried out. Herewith in contrast to the classification of factors available
in the literature, it was proposed not only to group them depending on the environment of formation
(external and internal) and belonging to the micro and macro environment (for first-order factors and



second-order factors), but also to additionally classify them by the degree of impact on business
processes (factors of direct and indirect impact). At the same time, on the basis of the correlation
and regression analysis, special significance of direct-impact factors was established, including changes
in foreign exchange rates, supply of transport companies, as well as the conditions of interaction with
suppliers.

Conclusion. The research made it possible to determine the factor space of business processes of the
domestic trade companies, as well as to classify the existing factors in terms of their impact on the main
business processes. The subsequent correlation and regression analysis led to the formation of a list of
direct factors, the consideration of which is especially important when building a reliable and efficient
business model of a trade company.
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
