Ensuring legal legality and law and order, and fighting against offenses in a digital society put the
problems of legal responsibility in the doctrinal, legislative and law enforcement sphere in order to
update and effectively solve them.

The purpose of the article is to study problematic issues of legal liability in order to develop the main
directions of improvement.

Material and methods. The material was the legislative acts of the Republic of Belarus and foreign
countries on the subject of research, the doctrines of leading experts in this field, the results of
comparative victimological research conducted by the authors.

Analyzing the existing national and foreign experience, anticipating the trends of
social development, it is necessary to update the intersectoral institute of legal responsibility and fill
it with new conceptual, legislative and law enforcement content, while preserving the time-tested
main provisions.
