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Constitutional development of post-Soviet countries does not finish with adoption of Constitutions
after leaving the USSR and obtaining independence.

The process of constitutional renewal in the post-Soviet environment is rather intensive and has
become especially active in recent years.

The purpose of the article is a complex study of constitutional processes in the Republic of Belarus
and other post-Soviet countries, finding out the reason and consequence links among them, a
characteristic of main stages of their constitutional development after obtaining independence.

Material and methods. The source base of the research is the constitutional legislation of the
Republic of Belarus and the countries, ex-USSR Republics. The method of the comparative legal
analysis which provided the identification of basic constitutional reform trends as well as prospects
for further constitutional development of post-Soviet countries was used.

Findings and their discussion. Constitutional maturation in ex-Soviet countries took place in the
conditions of the simultaneous action, struggle and interconnection of different contradictory,
sometimes opposite, trends in the constitutional development. The USSR collapse resulted in gigantic
changes in the form of government, structure of the state, form of state regime and economy of the
former Soviet Republics, legal mechanism of the protection of the personality rights and freedoms.
Democratization of inner political life resulted in the increase in political activity of people,
strengthening the freedom of speech and information, revival of national self-identification,
creation of the multi-party system, reforming the election legislation. We believe that taking into
account previous and foreign advanced constitutional experience helped most of the countries to
overcome negative trends and to direct their constitutional development into the proper,
democratically conditioned channel.

Conclusion. Constitutional processes are a specific, complicated and constantly developing
phenomenon in the post-Soviet space which promotes efficient functioning of the whole legal system
of the countries, maturation and democratization of the legal state and civil society. A lot of time has
passed since the beginning of the independent constitutional development of the post-Soviet countries.
There are countries which changed their Main Law frequently (e.g. Ukraine, Latvia) while there are
states which treat the Constitution amendments with cautious responsibility (e.g. the Republic of
Belarus, Lithuania). Each state chooses its own way of the constitutional development and
considering the fact that all the countries mentioned in the article used to be one state, it is
certainly interesting to learn the principles and stages of building a contemporary state and
constitutional law in each of them, as well as the analysis their similarities and differences.
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
