The Study of Psychology Students’ Value
Orientations and Academic Motivation

Professional maturation in the process of student academic and professional activities is a
complicated process. This is especially evident in training Psychology students when the main object of
transformation and development is their personalities and picture of the world. The personality,
affective and motivation component of the teaching process becomes almost more important than
the intellectual and practical one. Only the unity of these components makes it possible to
qualitatively and efficiently carry out professional training of would-be specialists at universities.

The research purpose is the study of value orientations and academic motivation in a student group
(with the help of factor and correlation analysis including) and the development of guidelines on the
improvement of psychological and pedagogical work with students aiming at the improvement of
psychological conditions of their academic and professional activities at the university.

Material and methods. An academic group of eighteen Vitebsk State University Psychology students
participated in the research which applied the methods of Value Orientations by M. Rokish, School of
Academic Motivation by T.0. Gordeyeva, O.A. Sychev and E.N. Osyn. The factor and the correlation
analyses were used for mathematical statistic data processing and calculation modeling. Findings and
their discussion. The main research results were obtained by means of calculation modeling of the
value and motivation structure of the studied group of Psychology students (using factor analysis,
estimation of factor loads, building the hierarchy of system shaping factors). The first six hierarchy steps
of system building terminal values are cognition, freedom, nature and art beauty, happiness of others,
love, interesting job. The first six steps of the hierarchy of system building instrument values are
rejection of one’s own and others’ shortcomings, tolerance, independence, self-control, diligence, high
demands. The system building academic motivation is motivation of achievements. With the help of
correlation analysis selected links of values with academic motivation were identified and analyzed. As
a result of calculation modeling a psychological portrait of the collective was made, the contradictions
and tasks which require solution were identified and, on the basis of it, a strategy of psychological
support for the studied group was built.

Conclusion. The developed program of the study of a student academic group is a ready-
made scenario of the collective study aiming at the development of strategic and tactic ways of its
development. The study makes it possible to give a psychological characteristic of the demonstrated
and hidden structure of value and motivation sphere of a student group. The studied collective is
characterized by a cognitive slant (in particular, in the field of interpersonality relations) which is a
favorable condition for the work of the collective in the process of joint academic and professional
activity. The identified psychological tasks are a potential motor force on the way of the development
of the collective and each of its participants.
