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In the conditions of the contemporary activation of integration processes the issue of legal regulation
of migration streams, identification of the legal status of migrants at the international level is certainly
one of the priority global tasks of the international community.

The purpose of the article is identification and analysis of the interconnection between UN Global
Compact for Safe, Orderly and Regular Migration and international legal acts for regulating population
migration on which it is based.

Material and methods. Basic international law sources in the field of migration process regulation
are used in the paper: Universal Declaration of Human Rights, Stateless Reduction Convention,
International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights, UN Global Compact for Safe, Orderly and Regular
Migration etc. The main research methods were the formal legal, the historical comparative, the
comparative legal.

Findings and their discussion. Relevant conceptual theoretical approaches to the identification of the
notion and types of migration at the international legal level are considered in the paper; the contents
of UN Global Compact for Safe, Orderly and Regular Migration is analyzed, its connection with previous
international legal documents which identify most significant principles and forms of the
implementation of the international legal protection of migrant rights is revealed; its advantages and
shortcomings are characterized on the basis of the comparative legal analysis.

We believe that there are two most important aspects which would condition the efficiency of UN
Global Migration Compact implementation. The decisive role will be played by 1) the architecture of the
implementation including institutional framework and ways of attracting the interested parties. This is
an area where it is still necessary to identify and specify the tools for solving most urgent issues,
where institutional state preferences would finally define which goals of UN Global Migration Compact
would be priority and implemented immediately; 2) practical implementation of the tasks, e.g. finding
out and attracting main parties interested in the implementation of UN Global Migration Compact,
adoption of right protection mechanisms and indicators into which the monitoring of UN Global
Migration Compact can be integrated.

Conclusion. Thus, the historical significance of UN Global Migration Compact can’t be
underestimated. UN member countries elaborated UN Global Migration Compact considering the long
term perspective of solving one of the most important global problems of today in the form of an official
special complex international legal act. This process would require active support on the part of the
governments and other interested parties considering legally optional recommendation character of UN
Global Migration Compact and unidentified political obligations of the states
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
