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The tourism industry has a significant impact on the social and economic development of the
country. Improving the standard of living and welfare of the population depends on the level of
development of the tourism sector.

The purpose of the article is to analyze the current state of the economic system of tourism in the
Republic of Belarus, assess the role of tourist sphere in shaping trends of the economic development of
the Region.

Material and methods. The research material was statistical data from the National Statistical
Committee of the Republic of Belarus, state program and regulatory documents, electronic information



resources and specialists’ publications of in periodicals. The main research methods were analysis and
synthesis, horizontal analysis, regression and correlation.

Findings and their discussion. The article considers the interaction of the tourism sector and
its impact on the development of the economy in the regions, estimates the dynamics and the
number of tourists organized by tourism bureaus on the dynamics of indicators of social and economic
development, which reflects the growth processes of the gross domestic (regional) product, the
nominal average monthly salary fees, the dynamics of retail trade and services. The growth of these
indicators determines the improvement of human life standards in all territories (destinations), which
contributes to the balance between social and economic development of the country.

Conclusion. The tourism market of the Republic of Belarus was dynamically developing between
2016 and 2019. A number of practical measures of state regulation adopted recently have a positive
effect. The study allowed us to conclude a significant relationship between the interaction of the
tourism sector and the indicators of the growth of the social and economic development of the region.
However, the current situation is characterized by a decrease in the average annual population
employed in the economy, which may have a significant impact on a number of economically significant
indicators for the regions. The findings of the study can be used to make managerial decisions. The
prospects for tourism development will depend on the positioning of Belarus as a country attractive for
tourism, which will allow the development of related sectors of the economy.
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
